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MPTC New Member Fact Sheet

Thanks for your interest in Madison Platform Tennis Club.  Tim and Eileen Goode are here to answer your questions and help you get the most out of this great sport.  
 

New members and prospects want to know who they can play, and when. Tim or Eileen will evaluate your general playing level and work with you to arrange suitable matches. Our goal is to get you into a set match once per week to get you started.  How much you play down the road depends in part on your ability to be proactive in arranging your own matches.

 

Equipment:   You'll need special paddles and balls for Platform Tennis.  MPTC sells Wilson paddles and Viking balls.  Balls are $11/sleeve, which is three balls.  You can get an entire match in with one ball, sometimes more.  Paddles vary from $80-$140.  They are very durable.  Contact Eileen for ordering information. 

What do you wear?  Platform Tennis is typically played in cold weather.  The sport is designed to keep players moving and stay warm.  Players should dress in layers much like cross-country skiers.  Optimal clothing includes dri-fit material, fleece, hats and gloves.  Tennis shoes are best, running shoes are not recommended. 
 

How will I meet other players?  Our membership list is available to all members.  We will 

re-publish it as new members join.   Every other week or so, we have a Friday night Social where any member can come and mix in.  MPTC plans to have a couple of tournaments this season.  

All matches need subs – if you get your name out there, you’ll get to fill in with the groups.
 

How will I learn the game?  MPTC offers clinics, each one covering specific aspects of the sport.  These clinics cost $10/person, last approximately an hour, and have 4-6 players.  Clinics are open to members and non-members.  Platform Tennis is complex and involves a number of unique shots. Our clinics offer a very cost effective way to learn.  Even if you bring racket skills from other sports, your learning curve will be greatly accelerated by these clinics.  Clinics are also a great way to meet other players.

Private and semi-private lessons are also available at $40/hour, divided amongst the participants.
   

Cost of Membership: $300 – single  $450 – family.  Unlimited play.
